
2011 Election Information 
 

NOTICE - A Municipal Election will be held in 2011 to elect (3) three City 
Council seats.  
 
Citizens desiring to run for office must file a "Declaration of Candidacy" with the 
Mapleton City Recorder during the filing period, July 1st through July 15th, 2011, 
Monday through Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. (city offices closed July 4th) The 
filing period will close promptly at 5:00 p.m. on Friday July 15th.  
 
Qualifications to become a candidate are: 

• Be at least 18 years of age 
• Be a United States Citizen 
• Be a registered voter of the municipality 
• Be a resident of the municipality for a period of 365 consecutive days 

immediately preceding the date of the election 
• Not be convicted of a felony in the last ten years. 

Declarations of Candidacy must be filed IN PERSON by the candidate. If the 
candidate is not available, a nominating petition with signatures of 25 Mapleton 
residents nominating the candidate must be submitted to the City Recorder during the 
filing period. All forms are available from the City Recorder beginning July 1, 2011.

• Primary Election (if necessary) - Tuesday, September 13, 2011 

General Election - The General Election will be held to elect three City 
Councilmember as follows:  

• Early Voting - General Election - Tue, October 25, to Friday Nov 4, 2011 

• General Election - Tuesday, November 8, 2011
