Notice is hereby given that the citizens for Mapleton may vote early at the Mapleton City 
offices will hold early voting pursuant to §20A-3-604.  Early voting will take place beginning on 
August 28, 2007 from 11:00 am to 5:00 pm through the 31st of August and continue again on 
September 4, 2007 through the September 7th from 11:00 am to 5:00 pm. The city offices will be 
closed on September 3rd to observe Labor Day. 
 
 A voter must meet the following qualifications: (1) be a citizen of the United States; (2) 
be age 18 or older; (3) be a resident of Utah for 30 days immediately preceding the election; (4) 
be a resident of Mapleton City for 30 days immediately preceding the election; and (5) be 
registered to vote. Voters may be asked to provide identification and proof of residency in 
Mapleton. 
 
   The polling location for all precincts will be held at the Mapleton City Building at 125 
West 400 North- Mapleton, UT.
