
2010 Instructions for the 24
th

 of July  

Pioneer Day Parade 

Mapleton, Utah 

 
1. Parade starts at 9:00 am sharp. Floats will begin lining up at 8:00 am. Primary 

Children must arrive at their designated parade line-up spot by 8:30am. Please note 

the location of your ward’s entry on the map that is provided. 

2. When dropping off children for the parade, please use 400 North to 400 East to the 

Seminary building.  You can also use 600 North to 400 East.  PLEASE DO NOT 

USE 1200 NORTH FROM MAIN TO DROP OFF CHILDREN!  

3. Primary children need to be dropped off at the seminary building, wait in the grassy 

area and when instructed by parade officials, escorted to their lineup position by their 

primary leaders. 

4. Floats and participants must enter at Mapleton Jr. High parking lot at 1200 N. 400 E.  

5. Each float will be provided an entry number the morning of the parade. Make sure the 

number is visible on the front of the float/entry.  

6. Primary Presidents (or those that have been assigned to be in charge of their ward’s 

float) are responsible to make sure that there is a waiver signed and turned in for ALL 

participants (children and adults).  All waivers will be collected from each parade 

entry before that entry will be allowed to pull out into the parade, so PLEASE double 

check that there is a signed waiver for every individual! 

7. For safety reasons, candy or other items may not be thrown by parade participants 

along the route. They may be passed out to the crowd by people walking along the 

route. (Utah State Code section 41-6-114)   Squirting water from water hoses, squirt 

bottles or guns, surgical tubing, etc. is not allowed. 

8. No ATVs are allowed, unless they are used to pull a float. Vehicles of any type driven 

in the parade or pulling floats must be operated by adults at least 21years of age.  

Children riding bicycles must have a helmet.  

9. No political entries will be permitted.   

10. Parents/guardians may pick up their children at the Mapleton Elementary School 

parking lot (300 W. Maple St.) once the parade is over. 

11. There is NO parking allowed in the parade line-up areas or in the Mapleton 

Elementary School parking lot so please plan accordingly. (Walk or park along 300 

West). 

12. Once you have reached the end and dropped off the Primary Children, PLEASE 

LEAVE THE PARKING LOT IMMEDIATELY! Please be considerate of the people 

and floats following behind you. We don’t want to delay and back up the parade 

along the route because on you!
